For almost 115 years, this congregation has served in one
of North Dakota’s toughest towns, where addiction to alcohol and unemployment are
both very high. These problems have been complicated and deepened by COVID-19.
But Jesus and this congregation aren’t going to give up, so they have found ways to
minister to the everyday needs of the people during the pandemic, and in its wake (we
hope).
